
Academic Program 
The program includes the following 
academic components: 

Pre-departure reading (no credit ). All 
par ticipants are expected to read several 
background books in prepar at ion for 
the semester. T he program provides J 
list of suggested readi ngs. 

Core Semi nar: Globaliza tion and the 
Environment (4 semester credits or I 
course credit ). This req uired core 
course is organized in two parts, and 
con d ucted in [anuary and Febru ary 
before reg ular UCT courses begin . The 
first part is taught by the Consort ium 
Visiting Professor from one of the three 
colleges, who will be in residence dur­
ing this period. The second part is 
taught by a selecte d local faculty mem­
ber with guest presentation s by other 
local acade mics and practititioners. The 
seminar include s guided field 
trips, fil ms, and other educa­
t ional activities related to 
selected su b-thcmes, 

VCT university courses (4 
semester credits or I course 
credit for 300 and 400 level 
courses). Pr ogram participants 
enrolJ in tw o direct -enrollment 
UCT courses which support 
the overall theme of the pro­
gram. Stu dents may choose 
from co urses in the 
Departments of Environmental 
and Geographical Science, 
Oceanography, Botany, 
Zoo logy, Archeology, History, 
Philosop hy, and Anth ropology. 

D irected Study Project 
(4 semester credits or I course credit ). 
St udents engage in a directed study 
project indvidiually or in small groups 
on a pre -approved topic in consultation 
with the program's academic staff. Each 
stu dent or group works under the 
supervision of an on -site pro ject advisor, 
and submits a well-documented paper 
( 15-25 pages) and presents a 30-minute 
oral report. 

Credit 
Each participating co llege in the 
Uni ted States will post academic credi t 
on th eir t ranscripts based on grade 
reports submitted by the Resident 
Director. All stu dents must carry a full­
time course load as determined by their 
individual co lleges . Each college will 
handle grades and tr anscripts in a way 
con sistent with each college's study 
abro ad policies and guidelines. 

Housing 
Co nsortium st udent s will be ho used 
with internatio nal stu dents in self­
catered houses in the general vicinity 
of UCT. 

Program Fee 
Consortium partner institutions set 
their 0\\"11 fees tor this program accord ­
ing to their institutional policies on 
tuition and financial aid for study 
abr oad . The program includes tuition, 
room and board, 10CJl transportation 
for program-sponsored activities, and 
all on-site acad emic support and 
ad ministrative fees. 

Program Dates 
The program begins in early la nuary 
and ends in mid-June. 

Eligibility 
All applicant s mus t dem onstrate a sus­
tained intellectu al int erest in the pro­
gram th eme, usually thro ugh a declared 
major in a relevant field of study. 
Preferenc e in admissions is given to 
those with a GPA of 3.5 and wh o have 
reached junior statu s. Priority also will 
be given to those stu dent s who have 
co mplet ed four semesters of enviro n­
mental-st ud ies-related cour ses, of which 
at least two are in the natural sciences 
and at least one in the social sciences. 

Application Procedures 
App lication forms are available from 
each co llege's stu dy abroad office. 
Individual interviews on the home cam ­
pus are part of th e application proce ss. 

A review committee of rep resen ­
tatives from the Consortiu m will 
make fi nal admissions decisions.
